Election of Officers

2012 Work Session
Contract Planner Kurt Danison recommended an update to the 1993 Comprehensive Plan.  The last minor revision was done in July of 2005.  He suggested the Transportation Element of the document should include the study of the Central Street Bridge done by Womer and Associates and the traffic flow on Riverside Drive near the Omache Shopping Center.  The Public Utilities Element of the document should include the changes that were made in the updated water, sewer and storm drain comprehensive plans.  There was also discussion about the requirements by the Core of Engineers in regards to deficient areas of the levy.  Mr. Danison also discussed the funding that was available from the state for Public Transportation.  Mr. Danison asked the Commissioners to review part one and part two of the Comprehensive Plan prior to the next meeting in February.  He will make some revisions to the document and have the draft available for review prior to the February meeting.           

Other Business

Building Official Dalton told the Commission that Big R has applied for a variance to construct a sign that exceeds the height requirements set forth in the Omak Municipal Code.  The variance request will be heard by the Hearing Examiner.  Fed Ex Ground has submitted drawings. They are proposing to build a facility just south of Big R.
