Call to Order

Sport Organization Meeting- Park Use
	 Todd McDaniel discussed events in the park. Todd mentioned the public works budget is short about 2000 hours and services would be down sized from prior years for the parks. Todd said he would try and keep the bathrooms open for events while they are going on. Todd requested volunteer help to make the impact less as possible. 
	David Howe, the high school baseball coach, said he would volunteer his time to mow the fields. David is a city employee. 
	Todd stated he called the cities insurance company and inquired about volunteer help. The insurance company stated the city can do whatever they want and it is at the cities discretion. 
	There was discussion about when the fields need mowed and watered.  Member Lagrou said he would think between June and August. Todd said irrigation begins in March so baseball can start. 
	Omak girls fast pitch coach Mike Ables wanted to know if he could mow to help out. 
	Todd said he first needs to discuss volunteer help at the fields with city staff and also L&I. Lew Goebel mentioned the city pays for all volunteers L&I while they are working. Member Cariker asked where the money comes from. Todd stated the money comes from the park budget. Todd estimated the cost is about .11 cents an hour. Mayor Cindy Gagne also agreed with Todd that the money comes out of the park budget. 
	Todd discussed the scheduling of sport events. Todd stated if there is any conflicts Connie Thomas will call them. 
	Todd discussed continued parking problem at Oak Street Park. Todd mentioned the contractors will probably be parking there equipment on Mark Milner’s property for about four more years. There was further discussion on how to fix parking to park more vehicles after the meeting. 
	Angie Chilmonik asked if the new bathrooms would be open and if so could she help with cleaning. There was discussion on bathroom cleaning. Todd mentioned the bathrooms are supposed to be locked up at night. Todd stated he thinks he will leave the blue bathrooms open since they are in the center. Todd stated he will make signs on the bathrooms stating if open. 
	Rick Duck stated he appreciates Todd and will continue to help out.

Lew asked everyone at the meeting to come up with ideas for the memorial. Lew presented two different ideas which he wrote down on the white board. Lew’s ideas showed five flags; US flag, Colville Tribe flag, WA State flag, City of Omak flag, and POW flag. Lew showed different rock formations and a plaque with all branches of the military. 

	Member Cariker asked since the park comprehensive plan was approved when can projects be started at the East Side Park. Rick Duck stated the softball field would need to be spun around. Todd mentioned the walking trail needed to be moved first before anything else. Member Grooms wanted to know when could the groups start. Rick Duck said he needed to get people together and then get with Todd on how to go about it. Todd mentioned the park needed fill. There was a discussion on fill and how to go about doing it properly.
