CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gagne called the regular meeting of the Omak City Council to order at 7:00 PM and everyone joined in the flag salute.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Member DeCesari moved, seconded by Member Whitener, to approve the consent agenda consisting of minutes from the May 16, 2011 meeting; claims checks numbered 3524-3608, in the amount of $480,247.83; claim check number 3472, in the amount of $81,247.62; (which will be added to the May 16, 2011 accounts payable run) and May 2011 payroll checks numbered 3401, 3402, 3473-3523, in the amount of $251,369.40.  As there were no questions from Council or the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.  
CORRESPONDENCE AND MAYOR’S REPORT:


Mayor Gagne presented Deputy Clerk Connie Thomas with a plaque from the International Institute of Municipal Clerks, conferring upon her the designation of “Certified Municipal Clerk”. Mayor Gagne and Councilmembers congratulated her on the certification.  City Clerk Lobdell also presented Ms. Thomas with a plaque from the City, noting her CMC designation comes after years of accumulating points through educational and training opportunities, along with community participation.

Mayor Gagne invited those interested to an Okanogan Tourism Council dinner meeting on June 16th, 6:00 PM at the Methow Valley Inn.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:


Ordinance 1712-2nd Reading – Amend 2011 Budget-Sewer Fund-Treatment Plant Upgrade

Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Ordinance 1712.  City Administrator Malone reminded Council this ordinance will provide the $95,000 necessary to complete the funding for the Sewer Plant Improvement Project.  As there were no questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.
NEW BUSINESS:

Kurt Danison-Highlands Associates-Review Draft Capital Facilities Plan – Set Workshop Date

Mr. Danison showed a PowerPoint review of the draft Capital Facilities Plan (CFP).  He told Council the last plan the City updated the CFP was in 2006, and it is near expiration.  It is required by State statute, through the Growth Management Act, that the City has this plan in place, and it is an essential tool when the City makes funding requests.  The CFP incorporates all City operations and is being developed concurrent with the new Water and Sewer Comprehensive Plans.  Mr. Danison reviewed the various sections of the Plan stating he will be sending electronic copies to Council and staff within the next few days.  City Administrator Malone encouraged Council to review the draft document carefully for realistic priorities they feel are obtainable so the City does not adopt a Plan we cannot afford.  Mr. Danison stated the department heads and administration have developed practical goals that fit the needs of their department.  After a short discussion, Council agreed to conduct a workshop on the draft document on Monday, July 11, 2011 at 6:00 PM.

Resolution 29-2011 – Approve Land Use Rental Agreement-Dept. of Natural Resources-Helitak Base

Member Sackman moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 29-2011.  City Administrator Malone told Council this is an annual agreement the City does with Department of Natural Resources so they can establish a helitack base at the Airport, and noted District Manager Kevan Roberts was in the audience.  The City does not charge for this use and the DNR has made steady improvements to the area they stay in.  As there were no questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion. 

Resolution 30-2011 – Approve L.O.C.A.L. Funding Reimbursement for New Fire Truck

Member Goebel moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 30-2011.  City Administrator Malone stated this Resolution identifies the Current Expense Fund as the source of reimbursement for the L.O.C.A.L. funds.  Mr. Malone added that repayment on the loan will begin in 2012. After a few questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.


Ordinance 1705 – Amend OMC Title 9.12-Storm Drain Illicit Discharges and Connections

Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Cariker, to approve Ordinance 1705.  City Administrator Malone reminded Council that Huibregtse, Louman Associates, past engineers for the City, developed a Storm Drain Master Plan in June 2009, and recommended the City adopt this and Ordinance 1706.  This is an amendment to Omak Municipal Code Chapter 9.12, Storm Drainage and Surface Water Utility.  After a few questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion. 

Ordinance 1706-Amend OMC Title 14, Construction Site Erosion and Sediment Control

Member Cariker moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Ordinance 1706.  Building Official Dalton confirmed this will allow him the tools to enforce site erosion and sediment control on construction sites. As there were no questions, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Ordinance 1713 – 1st Reading – Amend 2011 Budget – C.E. – Funding for New Fire Truck

City Administrator Malone told Council this ordinance will provide the funds for the initial fire truck purchase and the City will be reimbursed through the State L.O.C.A.L. loan in November of this year.

Ordinance 1714 – 1st Reading – Amend 2011 Budget- - C.E. – Funding for Fire Hall Door Renovation

Fire Chief Bowling stated this appropriation is to fund the necessary renovations to the Fire Hall door for the new fire truck.  He said the estimate two years ago was $60,000 but the current estimate from Gray & Osborne is between $30,000 and $40,000, not including a new door, and he expects the project to come in under $50,000.  He added they hope to incorporate the current door operating system for the new door.  

Resolution 33-2011–Authorize Limited Change Orders-STP Project-Mayor/Wtr-Swr Committee

Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 33-2011.  City Administrator Malone told Council that once the Sewer Plant Upgrade contract is awarded, there will be a negative Change Order coming through from Gray & Osborne for approximately $78,700.  This Change Order removes several items from the contract that will be covered during Phase 2 of the Sewer Line Rehabilitation Project.  With this Resolution, Mr. Malone is suggesting Council approved limited responsibility for Change Orders specific to the Sewer Treatment Plant Project, so the work will not be unnecessarily delayed.  A contingency of $42,000 is built into the contract that would absorb any Change Orders that increase the cost of the project. The Resolution would authorize the Mayor to approve Change Orders that would increase the contract up to $5,000; the Water/Sewer Committee could approve Change Orders for increases up to $25,000, as long as the total cost of the contract does not exceed the authorized funding approved by Council; and the Committee is authorized to approve any Change Orders that decrease the cost of the contract by any amount.  Member Foth, Chairman of the Water/Sewer Committee, stated they had agreed to this proposal with the understanding that if the Committee does not agree on a Change Order, they would bring it to the full Council for a decision. After a few questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.  

Resolution 31-2011 – Approve Contract Award for Sewer Treatment Plant Project


Member Clark moved, seconded by Member Foth, to approve Resolution 31-2011.  Nancy Morter, G&O Project Engineer for the Sewer Treatment Plant Project, recommended Council approve the contract with McClure and Sons, Inc., in the amount of $909,853.91.  She assured Council this is a reputable contractor and G&O has worked with them in the past.  Ms. Morter reviewed the scope of work for this contract (attached) stating construction should begin after July 4th and will continue for 220 working days, to April 2012.  She added the contractor will not be on sight the entire length of time, that equipment delivery will take time, but, knowing this contractor, it is conceivable they may be finished by February 2012.  She confirmed there will be a negative first Change Order of $78,700 that will reduce the contract to $831,153 because of three items dropped from the original scope of work.  Ms. Morter cautioned that because this is a remodel of some existing equipment, and ground will be disturbed, an archeologist will be on site during the construction.  Funding sources for this project is PWTF funds, a Dept. of Ecology Centennial Grant and the contributing balance from the City.  After a few questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and approved the motion.

Resolution 32-2011 – Approve Amendment #9-G&O Contract-Levee Rehabilitation Plan


Member Goebel moved, seconded by Member DeCesari, to approve Resolution 32-2011.  City Administrator Malone reminded Council the City had been working with G&O regarding a response to the U.S. Army Corp of Engineers (USACOE) levee report from October 2010, to identify, develop a plan of action and correct the deficiencies in Omak’s levee system, as found by the USACOE.  This Amendment to the engineering contract defines a plan of action.  After some questions, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion. 
OTHER BUSINESS:  


Council Committee Reports:


Member Goebel, Chairman of the Police/Fire Committee, stated they had met regarding Tribal political signs being placed in Eastside Park during a gathering and not removed when the event concludes.  It was generally agreed that the public works crew will remove the signs that are left behind.  Member Goebel told Council the Committee had also discussed a resident who has come before Council in the past regarding speeders on Cherry Street.  The citizen had been invited to meet with the Committee, but declined.  The Committee and City staff generally agreed that the Police Department had sufficient documentation regarding their attention to the traffic on that street.  Member Sackman told Council this became an issue when this citizen complained that emergency vehicles exceeded the speed limit while traveling in emergency mode to a traffic accident on Kermel Grade.  There was some discussion on the legal requirements for responding emergency vehicles.  Police Chief Schreckengast suggested Council contact his office if this citizen contacts them in any threatening way.

Staff Reports:


Fire Chief Bowling told Council the river level is up and is anticipated to reach 17.8 feet, but feels as long as it stays around the 18 foot mark, there will be no problems other than possibly pumping Jasmine Creek.  Chief Bowling noted the new fire truck should be on its way to Yakima this week.

City Administrator Malone stated the 2010 annual report was electronically submitted to the State Auditor on May 25th.  He acknowledged the City will be receiving $7 million from the Public Works Trust Fund and $3 million from the Department of Ecology for the Sewer Line Replacement Project.  He and staff are lining out the next steps on this project.  The Airport Project contract will be completed this week and a pre-construction meeting is scheduled for Friday, June 10th, with construction to start within a month.

Mr. Malone noted the City’s Centennial Celebration Float received not only second place in their class at the recent Tonasket Founder’s Day Parade, but also the Judge’s Choice Award.


He told Council the rehabilitation of OWP#2 Well will be done in two segments.  Bids will be opened on those two separate bids on Tuesday and on Thursday.  Material to line the well proved to be difficult to locate and that has delayed completion of the project until mid to late summer.  Mr. Malone assured Council that as long as the Eastside Well is in full production, there will be adequate water in the City.  If something happens to that well, there is a contingency plan to bring Apple, Kenwood, Okoma Drive and the northeast wells online and the City may have to consider even/odd irrigation watering days.


Citizen Vern Haase asked if Council knew anything about a radio program regarding water well rights, and no one was aware of it.


Mayor Gagne reminded everyone in attendance that the float will be in the Okanogan Days parade on Saturday June 11th.


As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:22 PM.
