CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gagne called the regular meeting of the Omak City Council to order at 7:00 PM and everyone joined in the flag salute.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Member DeCesari moved, seconded by Member Whitener, to approve the consent agenda consisting of minutes from the July 5, 2011 meeting, the July 11, 2011 special meeting minutes and claims checks numbered 3873-3927, in the amount of $145,380.16.  Check numbers 3817-3872 are voided.  As there were no questions from Council or the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.  
CORRESPONDENCE AND MAYOR’S REPORT:


Mayor Gagné told Council that Change Order No. 1 for the Wastewater Treatment Facility upgrade contract was approved by the Sewer Committee and has been signed.   
 
She also announced that at 2:00 p.m. on Saturday, July 23, 2011 a Representative from Cathy McMorris Rodgers office will be at Civic League Park to read a Proclamation for the Omak Centennial Celebration.  She would like all Council Members to attend this event.       
NEW BUSINESS:


Theresa Best – Omak Stampede Indian Encampment Park Request

Theresa Best, representing the Omak Stampede Indian Encampment was in attendance to request permission to have vendors in Eastside Park and to camp outside the designated RV Park area.  They are doing a fundraiser to raise prize money for the Omak Stampede Indian Encampment.  The activities include a Teen Dance from 9pm to midnight to be held at the Stampede Dance Area, Stick Games and camping at the Dance Pavilion and a Three on Three Basketball Tournament using the Eastside Park Basketball Courts and Second Street.  Council asked about insurance, security and the possible conflict with the Stampede Owner’s and Jockey’s who have scheduled run offs that weekend.  Ms. Best told Council that she is still waiting for a quote from the insurance company and will have insurance prior to the event. She has talked with Chief Schreckengast about Security.  This is an alcohol and drug free event so patrol cars will drive by sporadically and The Colville Tribal Law Enforcement has been notified.  She will have adults present to oversee the dance and stick games.  She has talked with Sarah Grooms at the Stampede Office and she is not aware of a conflict with the Owner’s and Jockey’s.  After some discussion, Member Clark moved, seconded by Member Cariker, to allow the requested park uses, which include vending in the park, camping near the Dance Pavilion and Stick Games July 30, 2011 to July 31, 2011 provided they obtain insurance.  As there were no further questions and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion. 


Resolution 44-2011 – Approval of Fire Door Modification Bid & Contract

Member Clark moved, seconded by Member DeCesari, to approve Resolution 44-2011.  Fire Chief Bowling told Council the City mailed five bid packets to contractors and received two back from the same contractor.  The first bid for $82,752.37 included complete replacement of the door.  The second bid for $76,247.29 included the use of the existing door.  Chief Bowling recommends approval of the alternate bid of $76,247.29 from G.J. Headlee Construction.  After some discussion, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.   
REVIEW DRAFT CAPITAL FACILITIES PLAN


Contract Planner Kurt Danison, representing Highlands Associates, told Council that he made the modifications to the Capital Facilities Plan that were suggested by Council during the July 11, 2011 Special Meeting Workshop.  He apologized to Council for not having the final draft prepared. He still needs to work with Mr. Malone on the revenue and expenditure numbers.  Mr. Danison will complete part five and six of the CFP and send them to Council Members prior to the August 1, 2011 meeting.  He would like Council to review these chapters and help determine which projects should be moved into the future, eliminated from the CFP or explore other funding options.  Mr. Danison suggested that Council hold a public hearing for the Capital Facilities Plan on September 5, 2011.  
OTHER BUSINESS:  


Council Committee Reports:


Member Clark said the Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC), has completed their Comprehensive Plan and will be sending it out to cities by August 1, 2011.

Member Sackman, Chairman of the Park/Cemetery Committee told Council they had met with Department Heads and Theresa Best regarding her park request.  

Member Whitener, Chairman of the Street Committee told Council they will be meeting at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, July 25, 2011. 

Staff Reports:


Interim Public Works Director McDaniel told Council the new restrooms will not be ready for the All Class Reunion July 23, 2011.  They are still working on the electrical connection that will need to be inspected and they need to re-pour the sidewalk.
He also wanted Council to be aware that he spoke with Albert Best about property owned by the City of Omak south of the soccer field against Highway 97. Mr. McDaniel asked crew to cut the grass on the property and Mr. Best was under the impression it was his property.  Bureau of Indian Affairs Realty is researching the property lines.  

City Administrator Malone told Council the City hosted a web presentation at City Hall.  The presentation was done by Web QA. They are proposing that a window be placed on the City of Omak home page that will link to businesses in town.  This is a pilot project that will help promote local business.  The start up cost is $1,000 with a $3,000 annual maintenance fee.  If businesses choose to advertise on the website, the City would receive a twenty percent rebate from the ad revenue.  Member Cariker said the Omak Chamber website currently has a link to local businesses and asked if this would be duplicating their site.  Mayor Gagné said the Chamber encouraged the City to take this over as they are having a hard time maintaining their website.  They also suggested that the Chamber may be interested in helping with the annual maintenance fee.  Member DeCesari would like to find out how the City could use public funds to promote local business.  Mr. Malone will contact MRSC.  Member Sackman suggested the discussion be postponed until Council gets more information on the program.

As there was no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.
