Call to Order
	Chairwoman Holden called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. with a quorum of the Board present. 

Approval of Minutes
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Member Grooms made a motion, seconded by Member Gonzalez to approve the February 12, 2013 and April 9, 2013 Park Board minutes.  Motion approved.  

Ross Canyon/Ironwood
	The Park Board met at the Ross Canyon/Ironwood Law Enforcement Memorial Park at the beginning of the meeting. Member Cariker presented the park board members with the proposal from Young’s Welding and Supply LLC on the basalt columns. Member Cariker also reminded the members of the pictures of the basalt columns she had sent out via email when she visited the business recently. There were three different options. The park board unanimously agreed with option three on the proposal sheet which is having Young’s welding install one 5 ft., two 3 ft., and three 1 ½ to 2 ft. basalt columns for the park at the cost of $1,370.00 without tax.  The park board discussed the location of the two benches which would be on the edges of the pavers but centered of the area on the north and south facing sides. The three small seats would be arranged by the benches on the west side of the benches. The 5 ft. column will be on the west side in the rocks but right next to the edge of the pavers. 
	The park board discussed names and the badges for the memorial. Member Cariker mentioned to have the three names of the fallen officers be completed in a metal plaque and placed on the basalt benches. Then a replica of the officer’s badge on a metal plaque mounted to the 5 ft. basalt column. Member Cariker mentioned this idea came from City Administrator Ralph Malone. 
	When the park board returned to City Hall Member Cariker made a motion to purchase option #3 on Young’s Welding and Supply LLC proposal and to have the names and police badges on metal plaques to be placed on the basalt rocks as discussed. Member Grooms seconded. The motion was carried. 




Park Use Fees
	 
The board had further discussion on the park use fee issue. Todd McDaniel advised the park board that he and Mayor Gagne will be contacting the Omak School District Superintend concerning this issue. 
Member Lagrou mentioned the annual fee for the agriplex in Okanogan was $250.00 dollars for any field. Then next year it will be $250.00 for a season. Member Grooms mentioned the Commando’s pay the Okanogan School $250.00 a game. Member Lagrou thought the proposed fee of $3,000 dollars for the Omak School district user fees was unreasonable. There was discussion concerning the impact of the school with a user fee. Todd McDaniel stated his main cost is mowing and watering on the fields. Member Lagrou mentioned Rick Duck advised him every other year he spends $500.00 dollars in items for the field. Member Lagrou advised the board the school is going to replace the baseball score board. Todd McDaniel stated he would get with Patrick Dalton the building inspector about the new score board. 
	Member Gonzalez requested a clarification of the cost for events at the parks. The park board discussed the cost of $35.00 dollars for renting a picnic area at the BBQ pits. There was discussion concerning charging small groups and what the size should be. Mike Arrington mentioned the State Parks rental fee scale depended on amount of people. Todd McDaniel stated he will further look into the fee structure and get back to the park board on this. 

Other Business
	 
	George Miller and Mike Arrington came to park board to discuss Patterson Park. George Miller asked if Patterson Park could be renamed Walt’s Park in memory of his good friend Walter Arrington who is deceased. George also requested the placement of a plaque or a bench for Walt. Mike Arrington stated he doesn’t care if the name cannot be changed but would like a plaque in the park for his brother. George and Mike advised the park board that back in the 1970’s Walt would sit on a park bench in the park and hot rods would stop and talk to him. Walt passed away a few weeks prior in his 60’s. Walt was a logger and believed in doing business in the community. 
	George and Mike presented an idea on either a rock or plaque placed in the ground of:
Walts Park
Dedicated to Walter Arrington
O.H.S. Class of 1971
1953-2013
Ride her like you stole it. 

	The park board thought this was a great idea for a plaque or rock in the ground at the park for Walter Arrington. Member Cariker mentioned other parks have plaques in memory of loved ones. Member Cariker mentioned she asked Connie Thomas at city hall to check to see if any parks had been renamed and there hadn’t been. People had asked but it was unsuccessful. Member Cariker thought the park name should be kept as is. There was discussion with the park board about changing park names how it would create a problem. 
	Goerge Miller stated he would go to Tonasket and price stone work. 
	Todd McDaniel stated this proposal has to come before council if the park board approves. The park board agreed to pass this issue to council. Member Cariker stated she would present this to council. 
	
	Todd McDaniel stated he will be hiring a few new life guards at the pool this season. Pool opens the 7th. Todd mentioned the swim team had a new requirement for each member to hold a season pass. 

With no other business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
