CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gagne called the regular meeting of the Omak City Council to order at 7:00 PM and everyone joined in the flag salute.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Member DeCesari moved, seconded by Member Whitener, to approve the consent agenda consisting of minutes from the November 7 regular meeting; the November 14, 2011 special meeting held at 5:00 PM; the November 14, 2011 budget workshop held at 6:00 PM; and claims checks numbered 4895-4957 in the amount of $321,738.09.  After a short discussion and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.  
MAYOR’S CORRESPONDENCE:


Executive Session Announcement

Mayor Gagne announced that the Executive Session, scheduled on the revised agenda, will be held at the end of the meeting.


Mayor Gagne told Council she had served as Master of Ceremonies at the Saturday, November 19, Omak Stampede Annual Banquet, and enjoyed the event. She stated she had received a thank you from representatives of the Big R store for the City’s participation in the permitting process and in the Grand Opening.
NEW BUSINESS:


Ordinance 1729-1st Reading-Amend 2011 Budget-Equipment Rental-Amended Expenditures

City Administrator Malone told Council that in reviewing the year-to-date budget expenditures, there were a few line items in the Equipment Rental Fund that would be over-budget by the end of this year.  With this Ordinance, he has moved funds from the Ending Fund Balance to allow for unexpected costs in the Fuel, Insurance and Repairs & Maintenance line items.   There was a short discussion on the reasons for the line items needing additional funds

Resolution 61-2011 – Approve Extension of State Purchasing Agreement through 12/31/12

Member Sackman moved, seconded by Member Whitener, to approve Resolution 61-2011.  City Administrator Malone stated the City has an agreement with the Department of General Administration (DGA) for management of the State purchasing contract that will expire December 31, 2011. This year, the DGA and several other agencies have been consolidated into the Department of Enterprise Services (DES), who will now be administering the purchasing contracts. The DES has requested the City continue the contract with them until they have time to evaluate whether the service will continue.  This Agreement continues that contract until December 31, 2012, at the same cost of $1,000 per year.  After some discussion and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Resolution 62-2011 – Approve Amended Cable Franchise Agreement to Month-to-Month

Member Clark moved, seconded by Member Goebel, to approve Resolution 62-2011.  City Administrator Malone told Council the City has had a Franchise Agreement with Charter Cable since 1992.  There have been two renewals since the contract expired in 2009, and the current one expired October 31st.  We recently received a draft agreement and, when reviewed by Attorney Howe, there were several inconsistencies Mr. Howe would like to address. Mr. Malone stated this Resolution allows for a month-to-month Franchise Agreement that will follow the requirements of the former Agreement until a final one can be put into place.  Attorney Howe has provided his comments, as attached to this Resolution.  Mr. Malone added that once we return a revised Agreement based upon Attorney Howe’s recommendations, a new Agreement has to be in place within 90 days. After a few questions and comments from Council, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.



Resolution 63-2011 – Approve Subordination Agreement with Pine Creek Orchards LLC


Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Cariker, to approve Resolution 63-2011.  City Administrator Malone told Council he had received a request from attorneys handling the estate of Mickal B. Elavsky TTEE, regarding a government guaranteed loan the City participated in with Pine Creek Orchards, LLC (PCO) in 2001.  The City acted as a conduit to help PCO secure a loan from the Rural Washington Loan Fund so they could purchase a fruit processing plant in east Omak, using orchard assets as collateral and at no cost to the City.  This was considered a CDBG loan and required a municipal government to assist in the public hearing, Deed of Trust and documentation process to secure it.  We hold a second position on the mortgage because of our involvement. The owners of this property are currently re-financing, and are asking the City to continue in that position and sign a Subordination Agreement for the funding agency they are working with.  After some Council discussion and questions, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.
OTHER BUSINESS:  


Council Committee Reports:


Member Clark, Chairman of the Personnel Committee, moved Council adjourn to an Executive Session, per RCW 42.30.140 (4)a, to discuss the collective bargaining agreement with the Police Guild. Mayor Gagne asked that before the motion is seconded, they continue with the staff reports and other business before Council.

Staff Reports:

Police Chief Schreckengast wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.


Public Works Director McDaniel announced a pump test was successfully completed that day on the OWP Well.


City Clerk Lobdell reminded Council to contact Jodi at City Hall if they are planning to attend the Christmas Party December 16th.


City Administrator Malone reminded Council the City has a contract for legal services with Attorney Howe that will expire December 31st this year.  Mr. Malone has received a letter from Attorney Howe asking for a one year extension on the contract at the same rate, allowing for either party to cancel the contract with six months notice.  Mr. Malone told Council he will bring the contract extension to them by resolution at the next meeting.  Mr. Malone also told Council he had received notification from the Washington State Treasurer’s office regarding the L.O.C.A.L. loan for the new fire truck.  They reported the interest rate for this loan will be 2.46247%, lower than the anticipated rate.  He added that the City had received a special discount on the loan and the actual principal is lower than the amount they loaned the City.  This will aid in the loan repayment costs in 2012 and beyond.

Mayor Gagne called for a second to Member Clark’s motion to recess into an Executive Session.  Member DeCesari seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.  The time was 7:21 PM and Mayor Gagne stated the Executive Session will last until 8:00 PM. 

Mayor Gagne reconvened Council at 8:00 PM.  She noted the next budget workshop is scheduled for 6:00 PM, Monday, November 28th.


Member Cariker reminded Council the Centennial Committee is sponsoring a Christmas decorating contest in December, and encouraged all of them to participate.

It was noted the Christmas Parade meeting will be at 5:30 PM Tuesday in City Hall.


As there was no further business before Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:03 PM.
