Old Business:

· There are 3 new library hires; Patsy Henderson, Gloria Puhl, Mykaila McDowell.

· The mirror in the women’s bathroom had fallen and broken.  Sharon bought a new one and that one was also broken.  The city bought a mirror that is mounted in the women’s bathroom foyer.  The one in the bathroom won’t be replaced.

· Library repairs were made that were being held for the new budget. The dripping faucet is fixed, the Formica glued and the baseboard glued.

Bills Paid:

· Am San- $173.29, paper supplies and hand soap.

· Steamway- $239.12, partial cleaning of main entry carpet.

· City of Omak- $124.37, water, sewer, storm.

· PUD- $636.54- power, lights, heat.

New Business:

· Butch is working on the problem of the library drawing too much electricity in the morning when everything gets turned on. Solving this problem will help avoid High Demand PUD charges.

· The city can’t reach the highest lights in the main library room.  Ralph at City Hall ordered a tall ladder so the light fixtures can be reached for cleaning and maintenance.

· The board looked at the water seepage into the Pioneer Room from the outside door.  There was a fresh ring of wetness.  Sharon will ask the city to check it again.  Tree roots are possibly the cause of the sidewalk shifting causing the water to pool.
