May 11, 2015

April minutes read and approved.

Bills Paid:

Old Business: 

· The city will work on the weeds around the library.

· The plaque for the new stained glass window, which is almost completed, will read “Bailarinas Mexianas”.

· Julia Gilmer planted the flowers by the flagpole. A thank you card was signed.

New Business:

· An adult male in his mid 30’s carrying an aluminum baseball bat in City Park was reported to the police.  The staff was told not to communicate with him, but to call police if there is further concern.

· The library hosted a “Free Comic Book Day” and gave away 100 comic books to patrons. It was supplied by a national comic book organization that usually offers this to comic book shops, but five regional libraries were able to participate because we have no local shops.  This helps promote reading and is fun.

· The security camera overheated a week ago and is now repaired.  It saves 30 days of filming so the police can review it if needed.

· The janitor service has been requested to return e-mails so staff knows the e-mails have been read by the service.  This problem appears to be resolving.

· The librarians have completed several trainings, which update them regularly to changes in the system that run the library.  Sterlene explained the KOHA Customer Service, Expanding Storytime to Younger and Older, I-PAD and Data Base, which allows library patrons access to many helpful databases including Homework Center for teens, Online Instruction, Research, Children’s Literacy, Community Resources, Job Resources and Digital audio and eBooks.

· The board voted to repaint the Handicapped Bathroom door the same color it now and not to replace the sign that was stolen from the door.

· Sue gave a Library Foundation report from the April 15th meeting.  Donna Stafford was re-elected for a 2-year presidential term, Marilyn Rise as secretary and John Sackman as treasurer. The Foundation donated $100 for National Library Week prizes. They voted to donate $160 for a dry easel; they also discussed the possibility of Jim Martin making one.  Their long-term goal is to improve usage of the library by 10%.
