Call to Order
     Chairwomen Holden called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a quorum of the Board present.

Approval of Minutes
     Member Grooms moved, seconded by Member Popelier, to approve the 10-8-13 board minutes.

Jasmine Creek Improvements
     Citizen Greg Bennett is part of a group who would like to cleanup and maintain the Jasmine Creek area.  Citizen Bennett is part of a group consisting of Fish & Wildlife, Trout unlimited and Okanogan Fly Fishing Club.   They would like to trim up trees, remove debris and put a foot bridge over the creek.  If the school or other groups would like to help they are more that welcome to participate, all help is appreciated.   They are asking that the City haul off the debris that is cleared.   They estimate the haul-off to take about 10-15 hours.  Public Works Director McDaniel said the cost per hour to the City would be $100.00 per hour.  In theory, this would be the same cost the city would incur with routine maintenance.  Member Grooms asked Public Works Director McDaniel if he had that in the budget and what budget that would come out of?  Public Works Director McDaniel stated that he would talk to City Administrator Ralph Malone to work out those details.   Citizen Bennett is considering the start date to be in July and finish date in September.   The Group would assume responsibility for maintaining the area from that point forward.   Public Works Director McDaniel said the City has a permit for drainage but not for the water table.   Currently about every 3-5 years the City has to go in with equipment and clean it up.  Citizen Bennett would like to eventually put fish in the stream.   He will contact Connie with Fish and wildlife to discuss that idea and what they will need to do that.   Public Works Director McDaniel would like to have that information before Park Board makes a recommendation to City Council.   Member Grooms asked Citizen Bennett to attend the next meeting scheduled for April 8th at 7:00 p.m.   Citizen Bennett said he can be contacted at 509-422-9906.

Horseshoes on the Dike
     Omak Stampede, Inc. approved the cost of repairing the horseshoes on the dike.   Steve Hardy is working on the project and will repair them as soon as the weather warms up.

Dog Park Update
     Member Goebel gave an update on the Dog Park project.   The funds that they have raised are $2,455.00.   The location has changed several times within the park.  Now due to the cost of permitting, the new location being considered is the triangle shaped area going into Carl Precht Memorial RV Park.   Lew is hopeful that the archeological requirements could piggy back with the electrical upgrades in the RV Park which would cut down on the costs.  The area of the dog park would be 90 X 150 feet.   Lew is hopeful to get this on the agenda for City Council on April 7th.  Park Board is supportive of the relocation.
