Call to Order


Chairwoman Holden called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with a quorum of the Board present.

Approval of Minutes


Member Grooms moved, seconded by Member Cariker, to approve the May 8, 2012 meeting minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Eastside Park Redevelopment Plan- Review of the Action & Capital Plans
Public Works Director, Todd McDaniel led the discussion to determine what items should be included or removed from the six year action plan.  The members discussed all the projects that are illustrated in the proposed redevelopment plan.  They felt all the projects should be included in the action plan.  Mr. McDaniel felt the cost to relocate the RV Dump would be minimal and could possibly be done in 2013.  Member Grooms suggested the new RV Dump be located near the newly constructed bathroom/shower facility.  The board was in agreement.  There was discussion about the proposed volleyball court listed in the capital improvement project list.  The board felt this should be included on the development plan.  Councilmember Goebel will continue pursuing funding for the dog park and the relocation of the Veterans Memorial this year.  The current action plan details a multi-purpose playing field.  Mr. McDaniel feels that prepping the site with soil additives to harden the surface will be cost prohibitive.  The fields will not be designated to a particular sport so if damage occurs because of parking it can easily be repaired by the user.  Mayor Gagné will talk with members of the Okanogan County Coalition about spearheading the funding to relocate and construct a new skate park.  During the May meeting there was discussion about moving the soccer fields to allow room for a perimeter road.  Upon further research, they found the light poles would need to be moved which would increase the cost substantially.  Mr. McDaniel would like to follow through with his research to determine ownership of the abutting property.       

Other Business


Commissioner Grooms asked if the Park Board would have any objections to the Stampede Board planting a tree in the Eastside Park in memory of Homer Carter and Hoagie Shattuck.  There were no objections and the consensus was to place the tree behind the Stampede Office. 


Member Cariker asked about placing a few more boulders on the north side of the Bandshell.  She is still seeing cars parking near the swing set and is concerned about a potential accident.  There was discussion about moving the swings toward the middle of the park.  She also asked about moving and purchasing new playground equipment for the Julia Maley Park on Fourth Street.  She would like to see the playground move closer to Fourth Street.    

With no other business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
