City Vision
	Mr. Danison provided some background to the board, Mayor and City Administrator.  He said that the Planning Commission discussed several ideas during their last meeting.  They are looking ahead to 2016 and would like to help the city with any problems or concerns.  As the Planning Commission reviewed ordinances and plans in 2015, there was discussion about the enforcement of codes, the asthetics of the community as it pertains to signage, recreational vehicles and abandon homes.
