Call to Order

Approval of Minutes
	No minutes were passed. 

Ross Canyon/Ironwood
	The group discussed having concrete benches with plaques of the law enforcement officers on them. Todd presented the group with a few pages of the purchase and sale agreement of the park which contain the fallen law enforcement officer’s names. Vera Zachow mentioned that Doug Woodrow could possibly donate etching for the names. Member Cariker discussed basalt rock and at least having the main monument rock out of a basalt column and the group agreed. Member Cariker stated she was going to Coulee City to check out the selection of basalt rock and advise the board at the next meeting. 
	The group discussed that if individuals wanted to add fallen law enforcement officers names to the plaques that are not specific to the agreement, they can donate the funds to do so. 

Park Use Fees
	 The board had further discussion on the park use fee issue. Member Cariker read an email from Council member Lew Goebel concerning his idea of the user fees. (A copy of the email will be at the next meeting to be added in the minutes). Member Grooms and Member Cariker thought the school should pay some amount of user fees because of use throughout sport seasons. Todd McDaniel discussed that the Omak High School uses seven fields and they have two seasons. The estimated cost is about $2100 for spring and $600 for fall if we went by what was proposed for user fees. The board discussed that it would be good for the school to be advised of the proposal because their budget discussions are soon. 
	The board discussed the idea of charging extra on park reservations if the group wanted bleachers, picnic benches etc. added or moved. 
	The board discussed that the funds created would go into the general budget. The board thought it would be a good idea for funds to go back into the parks. 
	Member Grooms made a motion to recommend the user fees to council but there was no second. The motion failed. Member Cariker and Holden are undecided at this time. 

Other Business
	 
	Member Cariker mentioned Jody Olsen and several other artists are discussing spray painting a mural on the back of the bandshell. There would be no cost of material to the city. The group discussed having fireworks in the mural.
